Chair Pollard shared some photographs of the village service garage. Mr. Ehlert inquired
into the building’s age and construction, and there was a discussion of the same.

There was a brief and general discussion of the Secretary of the Interior’s Guidelines.

Mr. Snopek shared news of a project he has begun working on in regard to the village’s
old concrete street markers or street corner posts. Each has been photograpbed, marked
on a map, and brief notes have been taken on the condition of each. He suggested that
this may be a preservation project the Commission may wish to pursue in the future.

Mr. Snopek requested permission to investigate the cost of replacing decaying street
corner posts with historically accurate reproductions. Mr. Ehlert seconded the request.
