How to Educate the Community ahout the Landmark Commission

Nick asked for ideas on how to mterest peopIe of Mantua Village in what the Landmark Commission.is o
trying 1o do.

A} He cited as an example the Queen of Hearts game that Aaron King s sponsoring in
Garrettsville, and suggested Mantua could have a "Queen of Homes” raffle. Winner would get
50% and the other 50% could go to heip fund the regisiration of Mantua Village homes. This idea
has not been discussed with the Village solicitor and Nick doesn’t know if it wouid be legal.

B) Another suggestion Nick made is to have a Christmas Decoration competition where home
owners decorate the outside of their homes for Chrustmas and may eam prtzes in different

D) CHPG Building Doctor clinic (service of the State Historic Preservation Office) A property or
_several properties can be evaluated and the property owner(s) wil be given advice on how to -
best improve or restore their property in 2 manner that preserves its original architecture.
Afterwards a presentation is given that the community is invited to attend. This needs to be
scheduled far out. Terri will look into what the requlrements are and if muitiple properties could be
done af one session.

The "doctors™ work in teams, teaching old-building owners how to recognize and solve
some of the most common sources of problems in maintaining older buildings, and how :
- fo make informed decisions about repairs and improvements,

 Each Building Doctor clinic begins with a free seminar on topics like peefing paint and
* failing plaster, wet basements, deteriorating masonry, windows, wood issues, and
- bringing buildings built before 1955 up fo date without sacrificing historic integrity.

" On the following day, the Building Doctors make the rounds of ailing buildings within five

- miles of the city-center where the seminar Is held to examine problems and prescribe

- cures. Their consuitations are free, however they are limited and you must ask for an

- appointment with the Building Doctor when you.register for the clinic in advance, and

.. attend the free seminar to qualify. The Building Doctors visit all kinds of pre-1955
buiidings: schools, churches, factories, stores, offices farm buildings, .and homes You'll
be contacfed in advance of the visit fo.set up an appomtment

Individual Building ($4.000) : .

Per the Ohio Development Services Agency site:

Owners and long-term lessees of historically designated buildings who undertake a rehabilitation
project may apply for- the Ohio Histotric Preservation Tax Credit. A building is eligible ifit is
individually listed on the National Register of Historic Places; contributes to a National Register

Historic District, National Park Service Certified Historic District, or Certified Local Government
historic district; or'is listed as a local landmark by a Certified Local Government. Properties that

will be used as a single-family residence or multi-family residential condominiums are not eligible,

i The Ohic Historic Preservation Tax Credit Program provides a state tax credit up fo 25 percent of _

qualified rehabilitation expenditures incurred during a rehabilitation projects. Applicants are

_ eligible for no mare than $5.miflion in tax credits unless approved as a catalytic project, The fax
credit can be applied to applicable financial institutions, foreign and domestic insurance premiums

or individual income taxes. Applicants that complete their project and receive a tax credit

certificate with an effective date prior-to June 30, 2017 can apply the tax credit against applicable.
-commercial activity taxes.



Applications are received bi-annually in March and September for the Chio Historic Preservation
Tax Credit. Applicants file a competitive application with the Ohio Development Services Agency
and-applicable historic rehabilitation documentation with the Stafe Historic Preservation Office. All

_ applicants are required to schedule a pre-application meetmg w:th the State Hfsionc Preservatfon_

Office prior to submitting an appl/cat.'on

Facade Cleaning Grant,

Nick had a sample of the apptication form. The Viliage applies for the grant and each property
-owner must agree to ii.

Itis a 60 /40 grant — 60% comes from the State and 40% from the Village. There will be no cost -

1o the property owners,
