- . plan areas. They told her that some of the regulations are different when they are within a

municipality. So she and Marty are going to meet with them in May when they are hear with
questions about the canoe take out and the changing of the drive for a turn around and how to
remove the flora if possible, etc.

Talked about the doors and frames at the lodge needing replaced. Going to check with Dick
Kizys to see if it can be a scout project.

Old Business: Marty to talk to Anthony about getting the port-a-potty put in by the Lyons
building for the winter. Parks had approved it in November and it still not done.

Marty talked about the way finding street sign for E Prospect. It was suppose to be a scout
project, but it was deemed not eligible because the scout master says it doesn’t benefit the
community. Marty and the Mayor are taking over the project, going to contact Maplewood to see
if they will still cut out the sign and plaques and contact the businesses owners.

The signage for the trails to be located at High and Main, Mill and Main and the entrance to the
Village. Design and pricing has been done since fall, waiting on DMRC to submit funds that they
were going to donate. Mayor will ask them at Next DMRC meeting

Need to find out when the light by the headwater trail is going to be replaced/repaired.
