Randy had asked in August how much a Boat/Canoe Access sign would cost and have it put on High St by
the traffic light.

Jeff Benner had contacted the Mayor in reference to a plague that he says that the Village promised him
for donating the First place at the lodge ($1800.007} in memory of Dr. Knowlton and Merie Benner (this
was back in 95 or before). The Mayor asked if anyone was on the committee back then and could
remember anything about this. Don said he thought Phil Sage was on Parks at the time and that he
promised that parks would do something. Don suggested that we contact the Signist and see if the can
make something for us.

Don has suggested by we paint the sill plates going into the iodge either yeliow or red to draw attention
to the step up. Need to speak to the Village Admin. Mayor said we still need to do the stenciling on the
doors.
